VPK at Country Day

The State of Florida’s VPK program funds 540 hours of Prekindergarten instruction.  For the coming school year (2017 – 2018) VPK funding will be made available to children who will be turning 5 by September 1, 2018.  Class size is limited to 20 children per class, with two teachers.  There is an attendance policy the State requires of families receiving VPK money, where daily attendance will be monitored by the State through attendance records.

At our 24th Avenue Campus, the VPK program will be offered as both a morning and afternoon program with hours from 8:30 – 1:30 (charges will be for additional hours only), or 12:30 – 3:30, Monday through Friday (no charge).  This class is exactly like our other preschool classes in terms of faculty and philosophy.

At our Tower Road Campus, this program will be incorporated into the school day, Monday through Friday. This class is exactly like all GCDS preschool classes in terms of faculty and philosophy.  At the Tower Road location we do require children enrolled in VPK to attend a minimum 5 hour preschool day, from 8:30 – 1:30. Children enrolled in PreK-5 are required to attend 5 days a week from 8:30-3:30 minimum. We are also open 7:30 – 5:30 for families needing longer hours of care.

There will no charge for the afternoon VPK program at 24th Avenue . In the morning program at 24th Ave. and at Tower Road, parents will be responsible for the annual tuition and fees that are based on the number of hours per day their child attends, less the VPK funding.  Currently this savings is approximately $230/month.  At this time, we do not know what the funding for next school year will be.

You must register at Country Day School starting January 13, 2014 (if your child already attends GCDS) or starting January 21, 2014 (if you are new to the school), to be in these VPK classes.  You need not pay any fees for the afternoon  24th Avenue location, but must pay all associated fees for the morning 24th Avenue program and at Tower Road location to reserve your additional hours.

Applications for children to attend VPK programs must be applied for at the local Early Learning Coalition, but this State of Florida registration will not be open until later this spring.
